Meet Ina Davis 

Ina Davis joined the award-winning teaching staff at Crystal Mountain in 
2004. In her 25 years as a Golf Professional, she has taught lessons 
and camps for both adults and juniors besides working with several 
area golf teams.  
 
After joining the Crystal team, she developed and continues to teach 
the very successful Two- and Three-Day Mini Camps for  juniors ages 
7-12. Davis also implemented the PGA’s Play Golf America Program, 
Link Up 2 Golf, (now named Get Golf Ready). This program teaches 
new to intermediate golfers the fundamentals of the swing, golf course  
etiquette and rules, plus supervised playing experiences. Because of 
her extraordinary commitment to impact the game of golf by hosting 
Play Golf America programs, Davis became a member of the PGA 
President’s Council on Growing the Game. 
 
In 2005, she started the Betsie Valley Golf After School Program for 3rd, 
4th and 5th graders at the Betsie Valley Elementary School. Davis was 
awarded a grant from the PGA of America Growth of the Game Com-
mittee for the after school program. 
 
She was awarded the Michigan Section PGA President’s Plaque for 
growing the game of golf in 2006.  In 2007, Davis was a finalist for the 
Michigan Section PGA Junior Golf Leader of the Year award. She is 
also a Crystal Mountain Service Excellence Award winner.
